With absolutely no promotion or on-site announcements and with 
relatively small traffic at the festival, we captivated the audience, 
gathered “more people in the activity tent” than any other attraction, 
and created a lot of excitement. All of this with only our small “Mini 
Trivia Blitz” program.  
 
We gave away prizes that amounted to nothing more than mardi gras 
type beads and various knick knacks left over from other events.  
 
Imagine what would happen if we were actually listed in 
promotion materials and schedules and/or received better 
stage time or location (such as the food tent?), and had some 
better prizes provided by your sponsors? Imagine if we ran 
one of our bigger game shows?  Can you say “Promotion 
Commotion Reaction Attraction”?
